Videos
· Use your common sense!
· Quality: Beware poor quality pictures
· Lighting: Where is the light coming from? Where do the shadows fall?
· Cardboard cut-out!
· Strange reflections (water, mirrors)
· Any clues in the weather/clocks/time
· Does the caption match the image?
· Are there too many fingers? Legs? etc.
· Are there any blurry patches?

· Use your common sense!
· Beware poor quality footage
· Swearing or inflammatory language
· Poor lip syncing, blurring around lips
· Changing accents or robotic voice, incongruence between face & tone
· Distortions (especially hands/fingers), inconsistencies in skin tone, irregular blinking
· Pixilation & glitches or sections of lower quality
· Gap in storyline
· Is the video marked fake or satirical?
· Are people sharing the video making claims about authenticity?
· Any indication of when the video was taken?
· Pause the video to look for clues in street signs, watermarks, clocks, uniforms, weather etc.

















Tip #2 Ask questions about what you see, read and hear:Who’s behind the information?

Check sources
· Is the source an expert talking about their area of expertise?
· Is the source backing up their claim with evidence?
· Does source have a conflict of interest?
· Is the source being transparent?
· Does the source have a history of sharing misinformation?
What is the evidence?

Examine the evidence
· Is the account whose posting the content proving any evidence or proof of what they’re saying?
· Can you find that evidence? 

What are others saying

Lateral Reading (open a new tab!)
· Do not stay within a website or social media feed to evaluate its reliability (vertical reading). Read laterally instead.
· That means opening a new browser tab and searching key words or phrases as you read to judge the credibility of the original content you’re assessing.
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
